
Average Household Spends £365/year on Wasted Energy

28 January 2010, Wakefield: Wasted energy is costing UK households an average of £365 
per year. This is according to research carried out by Professor Martin Crowder of Imperial 
College London into a ComRes survey researching energy wastage, on behalf of Logicor Ltd.

Wasted energy comprises, not only of standby usage, but also electricity that is used 
accidentally when, for example, an iron is left on or items are kept charging over night. The 
survey asked 2051 respondents how long and how often they tended to leave certain 
household electrical appliances switched on and unattended, both deliberately and 
accidentally.

The result was measured by the amount of kilowatt-hours (kWh) an appliance had been left 
on multiplied by a cost of 15p per kWh. The research focused around 18 everyday home 
appliances, including kettles, computers and immersion heaters. The latter is the appliance, 
which wastes the most energy, with the respondents admitting to wastage of 3.26 kWh per 
day. This equates to approximately £178 spent over a year.

Logicor, the company behind the research has developed a ‘Green Plug’, which can help to 
limit this avoidable energy usage and also helps fire safety by automatically and completely 
switching off potential fire risk devices such as electric blankets or hair straightening tongs

David Bowen, Managing Director, Logicor said, “This research reveals that the average 
household is wasting a large amount of money on electricity consumption. This is not only 
bad for the pocket but also for the environment. The Green Plug switches appliances off after 
a set amount of time, therefore saving money and making a household more environmentally 
friendly. The plug can be fitted to any device.”

Professor Martin Crowder stated: “This research reveals that there are definite savings to be 
made. It is worth noting that the average figure quoted also masks a huge variation, so for 
some there will be even more potential for saving with the use of an appliance like the Green 
Plug.”
